How the region’s high schools fared on the SAT

The high school Class of 2006 was the first to take the revised
SAT college entrance exam. The test included a new writing
section as well as revamped math and critical reading (previ-
ously called verbal) sections. Each section is worth 200 to 800

points, making a possible top combined score of 2400. This chart
gives a school-by-school view of the average scores of the high
school Class of 2006. Numbers have been rounded. The number
of students taking the test at each school varies widely.
